19:42 (The passion of Jesus Christ)

Holy Saturday - the stone - Matt. 28: 1-10 (The resurrection of Jesus
Christ)

Easter Sunday - the loaf of bread - Luke 24:13-35 (The risen Jesus
walks with disciples on the road to Emmaus)
